Bidding Documents requested by mail will be despatched
by courier on payment of an extra amount of Rupees 200 for domestic bidders and US $25 for
overseas bidders. HSCC will not be responsible for the postal delay, if any, in the delivery of
the document or non-receipt of the same.

The provisions in the Instruction to Bidders and in General Conditions of Contract are the
provisions of the World Bank Standard Bidding Documents: Procurement of Geods.

The bidder may quote for one or more items but must quote for full quantity of the item(s)
offered. Bids shall be evaluated for each item separately.

All bids must be accompanied by a bid security as specified in Section V - Schedule of
Requirements of the bidding document and must be delivered to the address mentioned in
paragraph 3 above on or before 1400Hrs (IST) on the dates mentioned in paragraph 2 above.
Bids will be opened at 1430Hrs.(IST) on the same day in the presence of bidders or their
representatives who choose to attend on the specified date and time at the office of HSCC at the
address in paragraph 3 above.

In the event of specified date for the submission and opening of bids being declared a holiday for
the Purchaser's office, the due date for submission and opening of bids will be the following
working day at the appointed time.

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A. Introduction

4.1

Source of Funds

The Government of India/Ministry of Health and Family Welfare has applied for Credit from the
International Development Association (hereinafter called Bank) towards the cost of the Food and
Drug Capacity Building Project and intends to apply part of the proceeds of this Credit to eligible
payments under the Contract(s) for which this Invitation for Bid is issued.

Payment by the Bank will be made only at the request of the Borrower and upon approval by the Bank
in accordance with the terms and conditions of the Credit Agreement, and will be subject in all respects
to the terms and conditions of that agreement. The Credit Agreement prohibits a withdrawal from the
Credit account for the purpose of any payment to persons or entities, or for any import of goods, if such
payment or import, to the knowledge of the Bank, is prohibited by a decision of the United Nations
Security Council taken under Chapter VII of the Charter of the United Nations. No party other than the
Borrower shall derive any rights from the Credit Agreement or have any claim to the Credit proceeds.

Eligible Bidders

This Invitation for Bids is open to all suppliers from eligible source countries as defined in Guidelines:
Procurement under IBRD Loans and IDA Credits, dated January 1995, revised January & August
1996, September 1997 and January 1999, hereinafter referred as the IBRD Guidelines for procurement,
except as provided hereinafter.

Bidders should not be associated, or have been associated in the past, directly or indirectly, with a firm
or any of its affiliates which have been engaged by the Purchaser to provide consulting services for the
preparation of the design, specifications, and other documents to be used for the procurement of the
goods to be purchased under this Invitation of Bids.

Government-owned enterprises in the Purchaser’s country may participate only if they are legally and
financially autonomous, if they operate under commercial law, and if they are not a dependent agency
of the Purchaser.

Bidders shall not be under a declaration of ineligibility for corrupt and fraudulent practices issued by
the Bank in accordance with ITB Clause 36.1.

Eligible Goods and Services

All goods and ancillary services to be supplied under the Contract shall have their origin in eligible
source countries, defined in the IBRD Guidelines for Procurement and all expenditures made under the
Contract will be limited to such goods and services.

For purpaoses of this clause, "origin" means the place where the goods are mined, grown, or produced
or from which the ancillary services are supplied. Goods are produced when, through manufacturing,
processing or substantial and major assembling of components, a commercially recognized product
results that is substantially different in basic characteristics or in purpose or utility from its components.

The origin of goods and services is distinct from the nationality of the Bidder.

Cost of Bidding

The Bidder shall bear all costs associated with the preparation and submission of its bid, and HSCC
(India) Limited on behalf of Ministry of Health & Family Welfare, Government of India, New

Delhi, hereinafter referred to as "the Purchaser”, will in no case be responsible or liable for these costs,
regardless of the conduct or outcome of the bidding process.
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B. The Bidding Documents
Content of Bidding Documents

The goods required, bidding procedures and contract terms are prescribed in the bidding documents. In
addition to the Invitation for Bids, the bidding documents include:

The Bidder is expected to examine all instructions, forms, terms, and specifications in the bidding
documents. Failure to furnish all information required by the bidding documents or submission of a bid
not substantially responsive to the bidding documents in every respect will be at the Bidder's risk and
may result in rejection of its bid.

Clarification of Bidding Documents

A prospective Bidder requiring any clarification of the bidding documents may notify the Purchaser in
writing or by telex or cable or fax at the Purchaser's mailing address indicated in the Invitation for Bids,
The Purchaser will respond in writing to any request for clarification of the bidding documents which it
receives no later than 15 days prior to the deadline for submission of bids prescribed by the Purchaser,
Written copies of the Purchaser's response (including an explanation of the query but without
identifying the source of inquiry) will be sent to all prospective bidders which have received the
bidding documents.

Amendment of Bidding Documents
At any time prior to the deadline for submission of bids, the Purchaser may, for any reason, whether at
its own initiative or in response to a clarification requested by a prospective bidder, modify the bidding

documents by amendment.

All prospective bidders who have received the bidding documents will be notified of the amendment in
writing or by cable or by fax, and will be binding on them.

In order to allow prospective bidders reasonable time in which to take the amendment into account in
preparing their bids, the Purchaser, at its discretion, may extend the deadline for the submission of bids.

C. Preparation of Bids

Language of Bid

The bid prepared by the Bidder, as well as all correspondence and documents relating to the bid
exchanged by the Bidder and the Purchaser, shall be written in English language. Supporting
documents and printed literature furnished by the Bidder may be in another language provided they are
accompanied by an accurate translation of the relevant passages in the English language in which case,
for purposes of interpretation of the Bid, the translation shall govern.

Documents Comprising the Bid

The bid prepared by the Bidder shall comprise the following components:

(a) aBid Form and a Price Schedule completed in accordance with ITB Clauses 10, 11 and 12;

(b)  documentary evidence established in accordance with ITB Clause 13 that the Bidder is eligible
to bid and is qualified to perform the contract if its bid is accepted;

()  documentary evidence established in accordance with ITB Clause 14 that the goods and
ancillary services to be supplied by the Bidder are eligible goods and services and conform to
the bidding documents; and

(d)  bid security furnished in accordance with ITB Clause 15.

Bid Form

The Bidder shall complete the Bid Form and the appropriate Price Schedule furnished in the bidding
documents, indicating the goods to be supplied, a brief description of the goods, their country of origin,
quantity and prices.

Bid Prices

shelf, as applicable), including all duties and sales and other taxes already paid or payable:

any Indian duties, sales and other taxes which will be payable on the goods if this Contract is
awarded;

the price for inland transportation, insurance and other local costs incidental to delivery of the
goods to their final destination; and

the price of other incidental services listed in Clause 8 of the Special Conditions of Contract.
This will include the cost of annual maintenance services listed in the clause 10 of the Special
Conditions of the Contract for 3 years on a yearly basis, after the expiry of the 2 years warranty
period.

The Bidder's separation of the price components in accordance with ITB Clause 11.2 above will be
solely for the purpose of facilitating the comparison of bids by the Purchaser and will not in any way
limit the Purchaser's right to contract on any of the terms offered.

Fixed Price. Prices quoted by the Bidder shall be fixed during the Bidder's performance of the
Contract and not subject to variation on any account. A bid submitted with an adjustable price
quotation will be treated as non-responsive and rejected, pursuant to [TB Clause 24.
