IMPLEMENTATION OF INTEGRITY PACT

HSCC (India) Limited has adopted Integrity pact (IP) for all contracts valuing Rs.5 Crores and
above to ensure transparency, impartiality and competitiveness in its procurements/ tenders.

The independent External Monitors (IEMs) would monitor the bidding process and execution
of contract. IEMs shall be accountable for the implementation of Integrity Pact Programme to
prevent corruption, bribery or any other unethical/unfair practices.
