get themselves registered with the concerned authorities in case they are 
awarded the work. 

 

7.0 The contractor/firm will indemnify HSCC (India) Ltd. and Safdarjung Hospital, 
New Delhi, as the case may be, against all penal action that may be 
levied/effected by any concerned authority for default in any labour 
regulation/PF/ESI and other statutory requirements of the relevant Acts/Laws 
related to the work of the contractor and will bear the legal charges, if any, and 
will pay the legal charges/dues directly to the concerned authority.
