Engineering or Administrative duties in an Engineering Department of the 
Government of India is allowed to work as a contractor for a period of one 
year after his retirement from Government service, without the prior 
permission of the Government of India in writing. The Bid is liable to be 
cancelled if either the Bidder or any of his employees is found any time to 
be such a person who had not obtained the permission of the Government 
of India as aforesaid before submission of the tender or engagement in the 
contractor’s service. 

 
1.23 The tender for the works shall remain open for acceptance for a period of

1.27 Registration/ Licence: The firm should have registration with the 

appropriate authorities for the Works Contract Tax , VAT, ESI, PF, Labour 
Cess In case the firm is not registered at the time of submission of 
bid, they will submit an undertaking that they will get themselves 
registered with the concerned authorities in case they are awarded 
the work 

  
1.28 The contractor/firm will indemnify HSCC/RAKNC/Employer/Client, as the 

case may be, against all penal action that may be levied/effected by any 
concerned authority for default in any labour regulation/PF/ESI and other 
statutory requirements of the relevant Acts/Laws related to the work of the 
contractor and will bear the legal charges, if any, and will pay the legal 
charges/dues directly to the concerned authority.
